Discussion:  It was commented that there is a new Commander Navy League Cadets for Ontario (see Ontario Division website). It was remarked that the Provicial Administration Officer for Navy Leauge Cadets is LCdr(NL) Heather O’Neil, former Commanding Officer NLCC VAdm Kingsmill.
Jim Cummings noted that it’s difficult to encourage our Annual Reviews when we ourselves send one of our corps out of town on the same date as our other corps. The President noted that this is a valid comment would be taking this into consideration in the future.

Communications – Commanding Officer, RCSCC Falkland – Lt(N) Jamie Clute

· Lt(N) Clute advised the Board that Falkland has 75 cadets enrolled with an average parade attendance of 65 cadets.
· He went on to give a brief description of the corps trip to Norfolk of which 35 cadets attended. He advised that it was a great trip; they stayed at Camp Pendleton; they toured the aircraft carrier USS George H. W. Bush. They engaged in two days of ships tours and other events all with a naval theme. They also visited the air station Oceana, the amphibious base, and the Maritime Museum in Norfolk. The Captain thanked the Navy League for their financial support. A question was introjected about photos and that it was stated that they will be prepared for a static display for the Annual Review. The President commented that it would be worthwhile to create a file on the trip for future use.

· The Captain commented on the recent range competition which was attended by 5 cadets, 4 that were absolutely new. They did well coming 13 out of 13.

· The Captain advised that it was eight weeks to the Annual Review and that the reviewing officer will be Capt(N) Mark Watson.

· The upcoming Band and Drill competitions will be held 6Apr11 in Trenton.

· It has been arranged for Sandra Thwaite (Awards and Scholarships) to meet with cadets on Saturday 30Apr11.

· The corps will as usual attend the Battle of Atlantic Parade and may be involved in ceremonies at the Westboro Legion. It was confirmed by Roland Vaillancourt that Falkland will have use of the DND provided bus for the entire day.
· An Awards Night will be held Tuesday 10May11 for presentation of awards that will not be presented at the Annual Review. The Board of Directors and members are invited to attend.

· The Captain gave an update on the SCUBA diving program which has been long in the planning. There are timing and scheduling issues however the course will be offered through Sharkey’s Diving. The cost will be $399 per person and presently there are 21 interested cadets. It is intended for the course to be held at Sharkey’s with in-water sessions taking place at Plant Pool. The start date is tentatively 21Apr11.

· The Duke of Edinburgh awards program will go forward and Amanda Scobie will head this up in the corps.

· A barbeque (for staff cadets) and mess dinner (for PO2 and above) is being looked at for end-of-year celebrations after the Annual Review. Details are forthcoming.

· The Captain passed two cheques to the Board. One was $100 from UNTD and the other was a membership payment from Fred Schmidt.
